•	 Bellarmine University – Throughout the program, you must meet and adhere 
to Bellarmine University Donna and Allan Lansing School of Nursing and 
Clinical Sciences’ requirements for student nurses, as published in the BSN 
Student Handbook. Your anticipated program completion is May 2030. For 
questions about the curriculum and participation requirements, contact Emily 
Nation, M.A., director of nursing operations, at enation@bellarmine.edu.
